America’s Education Future Act
BE IT ENACTED BY THE STUDENT CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

Section 1.
The U.S. Government will take the action to incentivize STEM Education in the United States.
Section 2.
STEM education is defined as secondary and post-secondary education programs that prepare students for careers in Science, Technology, and Mathematic careers.
Section 3.
The US department of Education will give the following grants to students:
A. Students who participated in a high school program that focused on STEM education will be given $500 per year to attend a college of their choice with a maximum of four years.
B. Students will be given an extra $500 per year should their college study focus on a STEM field.
C. All students will be given a preference in employment opportunities and hiring from any government agency they apply to while receiving this grant.
SECTION 4. 
Students must meet the following additional requirements to be eligible for 


grants.

A. Student must have acquired GED at their time of graduation, and have graduated with a 3.25 GPA.

B. Student must have a clean criminal record, and have no notable offenses inside or outside of school.

C. Student must attend an accredited college, and plan to acquire at least a 2 year degree.
SECTION 5.
This law will take effect July 1st, 2014.  

Section 6. 
All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.
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
