A Resolution for a Free Kurdistan
WHEREAS,
The ethnic group in the Middle East known as the Kurds do not have their own homeland
WHEREAS,
This has denied their right to sovereignty as well as led to their disenfranchisement as a people
WHEREAS,
This has caused unrest and discontent among both the Kurdish people and the nations who host them, and led to their inability to develop as a society
WHEREAS,
They are recognized in Iraq as legitimate body, and are allowed governance over their own semi-autonomous region, so be it
RESOLVED,
That the Student Congress here assembled urge the government of Iraq to allow Iraqi Kurdistan (Ruled by the Kurdistan Regional Government) to secede from the Republic of Iraq to form its own sovereign nation. Be it, 
FURTHER RESOLVED, The United States will establish official diplomatic ties with this new republic and offer any resource need for nation building.
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
