A Bill to Prohibit The Use of Cell Phones While Driving
BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:
SECTION 1.
The state of Minnesota shall make it illegal to operate a cell phone in any way while operating a motor vehicle. This includes hands-free devices.
SECTION 2.
This applies to all drivers of any motor vehicle. A motor vehicle is defined as a road vehicle powered by an internal combustion engine.
SECTION 3.
Emergency respondents including police officers, fire fighters and paramedics will be exempt from this while on duty.  
SECTION 4.
The local state patrol, police, and sheriff agencies will be responsible for the enforcement of this legislation. 
SECTION 5.
This legislation shall take effect within twelve months of signing.   
SECTION 6. 
All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.
