A BILL TO STANDARDIZE UNITED STATES VOTING QUALIFICATIONS 
BE IT ENACTED BY THE STUDENT CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED:  

SECTION 1. 		A. The United States Federal Government require voters to show valid photo ID at the polling place as a condition of receiving a ballot. 
		B. If an eligible voter does not have an ID that fits the requirements the United States Federal Government will offer Voter IDs.  
SECTION 2. 		A. The polling place is, under relevant state law, the place where a given voter is to cast their ballot.
 	 	B. A valid photo ID is to be defined as any documentation regulated and issued by your state of residence or the United States Federal Government that states the holder’s full legal name, a photo of the holder, and their birthdate. 
		C. The Voter IDs will be available at Department of Motor Vehicle buildings and will cost $15, approximately the cost of a driver’s license.
SECTION 3.  		The Secretary of State will be granted rulemaking authority for the implementation of this bill under the Federal Administrative Procedure Act.
SECTION 4. 		This bill will be implemented before October 31st, in time for the 2016 Presidential Election.    
SECTION 5. 		All laws in conflict with this legislation will hereby be declared null and void.
